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Delivered during the Opening Eucharist of the Gener  al Synod of the
Scottish Episcopal Church on Thursday, 10 ™ June, 2010

It is fitting that the readings* at this Opening Eucharist of our General Synod
should lead us to focus on God's creation and our relationship with that
creation.

In a world which fears rising sea levels, the story of Noah speaks clearly to
us.

But we should also hear the challenge to think about our place in the great
purposes of God - not just the ground on which we stand. The gospel
reading addresses the complacency of those who believe that they have
done what is responsible and necessary to secure the future. In present
financial circumstances, we have little about which to be complacent - but we
crave security. We should be haunted by the words, 'So it is with those who
store up treasures for themselves but are not rich towards God.'

As we gather for this General Synod, we bring different feelings and
expectations. Earlier on this morning, | met those for whom this is their first
General Synod. You are particularly welcome among us. Others are
veterans — anoraks of synodical life — waiting for the triumph of hope over
experience - fearing that we shall find ourselves yet again worshipping the
God of small things. So let us together lift our eyes, our hearts and our
prayers. Let us use this time to measure faithfully and in faith the movement
forward of our church by God’s grace. Let us celebrate and give thanks for
vision and spirit-filled creativity as we see God at work among us and in the
world we serve. Let us also give thanks for the week by week meticulous
faithfulness of people right across this church where, as | believe, God can
also be found in faithful attention to the detail. And in everything let us ask
the question whether we are ‘rich towards God.’

The business before us over the next few days will give us plenty of
opportunity to talk about the life of our church, our society and our place in
the majesty of God’s creation.

We shall visit questions about what it means to be fully human — for example
in the Gender Audit. The Anglican Covenant of course arises from the
stresses and strains in our life around the issues of human sexuality — the
continuing questions about what it means to be human and about the nature
of God himself. But it also leads us to ask how we can continue to express a
common faith in Christ — to recognize one another as disciples — within the
rich diversity of the life of our church and of the Anglican Communion.
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The Church in Society Committee invites us to consider our place in society
and indeed our place in the whole of God's creation. Our concern for the
fragility of the created order is one of the great issues of our times. Our
responses often seem puny and inadequate - but we are puny and
inadequate before the grace of God. Here too we are called to be rich
towards God.

Most of all today, | think of the work of mission — of our part in the work of
God whose spirit moves within the whole of creation. 1 think that we are
gradually learning that a church which makes itself the focus of its own life is
fated to decline. A church which is prepared to transcend difficulties and
challenges is a church which is open to being transformed by the spirit of
God — a church which seeks to be rich towards God.

We have been going through a season of Episcopal Elections and | have
been privileged to work with the clergy and people of the Dioceses of
Glasgow and Galloway and of Argyll and The Isles. | learnt there what | have
learnt elsewhere in my life as priest and bishop - that the church is energised
when we begin to explore what mission means. Even to talk about it brings
to people a feeling that they are handling what faith is about. No longer is the
discourse about the church - no longer is it for insiders alone. The church
becomes a Pentecost place where everybody can speak in their own
language the wonders and the richness of God in their lives.

My movement around our church leads me to be hopeful. The easy security
of the past has gone. But in our cities, in the beautiful and sparsely
populated spaces of Scotland, in the new and fluid demographics of the
Central Belt and the Central Lowlands, we are thinking positively about the
future. We have riches of liturgy, preaching, prayer and shared ministry. Our
very diversity is a sign of our openness to people of all kinds. And what they
seek, | believe, is the chance to be touched by and experience the life of a
people who are rich towards God.

On 25" July we will be remembering St. James. He is usually described in
the Gospels as the brother of John but is also known as James the Greater to
distinguish him from two other James’ in the New Testament. (James the
Less, son of Alphaeus and James the Just brother of Jesus.) He was a
Galilean fisherman and, with his brother John, he left his home and his trade
in obedience to the call of Jesus. With Peter and John he belonged to an
especially privileged group of disciples whom Jesus chose to be witnesses to
the Transfiguration, the raising of Jairus’'s daughter, and the agony in the
garden of Gethsemane. James shared his brother’s hot-headed disposition,
and Jesus nicknamed the two of them Boanerges or sons of thunder. They
once expressed a willingness to share the cup of Christ’'s sufferings and, in
the case of James, this was realized very soon after the resurrection when
King Herod launched a persecution of the early Church and had James
beheaded, making him the first apostle to be martyred. An old legend claims
that the body of James was transported by a miracle to Compostela in Spain
and during the Middle Ages his shrine there became one of the great centers
of pilgrimage.

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If you're wondering where this is leading, read on!

Over the past few months Kirstin's sermons have carefully and constructively
brought to the surface the realization that God’s love for everyone is inclusive
and all-embracing. In response, our love for Him should be the same: our
attitude to our non-Christian friends and family should reflect God’s love for
them. Our past excuses for not inviting friends to church are fast
disappearing under Kirstin’s ministry among us in both congregations.

On Back to Church Sunday (B2CS) in 2006, 4,000 extra people attended
church. The vision for B2CS was businessman Michael Harvey’s, and began
in 2004 in the Diocese of Manchester: he believes it is a “God-idea”. In 2009,
4,650 churches of most denominations invited friends and family, bringing
over 80,000 extra people into church on that one day. All Saints’ first took
part in B2CS in 2009; St. Andrew’s has a longer experience of this exciting
annual event.

You will probably hear about B2CS in the media nearer the time. The main
emphasis for each one of us is to grab this wonderful opportunity together
and on one specific day and personally invite people to come and share in
the celebration of God’s love. You might invite someone who has lost the
habit of coming to church, and who needs a personal invitation and
encouragement to come back. Or you may ask a friend who has never (or
rarely) been to church, but may be curious — statistics show that in some
areas 70% of un-churched people say they would try church if personally
invited. People respond to personal invitations: they like to feel included.
How will our friends and acquaintances know that God’s love is for them if we
don’t encourage them to come and find out? Of course, your friend may be
one of the 30% who aren’t interested, but you won’t know that until you ask
them.

This is not an event that we can safely leave to a few ‘keen’ people; it is
something each one of us should start preparing for. Put Sunday
September 26 M in your diary now and start praying for your family, friends
and neighbours. If you already do pray for them, pray especially concerning
B2CS. Don'’t decide in advance who to invite, believe that God will show you
in answer to your prayers. You might be surprised!
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Invitations will be available in both churches in August, so let's all use the
next 2 months to pray in readiness to invite someone. We need to pray that
God will prepare us too, so that when we invite someone it is both positively
and enthusiastically. If possible, arrange to bring them, and you may like to
invite them to lunch afterwards. B2CS 2010 could make a real difference to
both our congregations, if each one of us accepts the invitation to be part of
it, to pray for ourselves and for our congregations as we approach this
exciting opportunity; that we will be welcoming and best prepared to show
God’s love to anyone who visits our church on that Sunday.

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In responding to headlines about recent advances in synthetic biology the
Most Rev. David Chillingworth, Bishop of St. Andrews, Dunkeld & Dunblane
and Primus of the Scottish Episcopal Church says “The creation of a
Synthetic Cell marks a significant step forward in scientific research. It
promises an enticing range of possible outcomes: new bio-fuels, clean water,
new ways of cleaning up pollution, new vaccines and drugs, new sources of
food. For our overcrowded planet, such possibilities are a tempting prospect.
It is all too easy either to over-hype the possibilities or to reach for doom-
laden language about scientists ‘playing God'.

“Yet this new discovery raises difficulties and dilemmas which are all too
familiar in the important dialogue which must continue to develop between
science and ethics. Those who wish to raise ethical and other questions
have difficulty grasping the complexity of the science. Those who lack expert
scientific knowledge find it difficult to arrive at a measured understanding of
both the possibilities and the dangers of what is on offer. The scientists, on
the other hand, are at risk of being intoxicated by their achievements and are
less willing to engage whole-heartedly in moral and ethical questioning. In
the mix also are the funders who have commercial and other interests in what
has been discovered.

“What is needed now is a period in which, as the research develops, it is
possible to take a measured view both of the possible applications and their
benefits for human society and of the potential dangers. Only as a result of
that dialogue will the true and long term benefits for humanity become
evident and be developed in such a way as to ensure the maximum benefit
for the whole of humanity while avoiding the dangers.”

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The Bible is like a magnificent palace constructed of precious oriental stone,
and comprising of 66 stately chambers in 13 rooms. Each one of these
rooms is different and each chamber perfect in its individual beauty, while
together they form an edifice incomparable, to all else.

In the book of Genesis we enter the vestibule where we are immediately
introduced to the records of the mighty works of God in creation, then through
the open door to the Law Courts, passing through we arrive at the Picture
Gallery of the Historical Books. Here we find hung upon the walls scenes of
battles, heroic deeds, and portraits of kings and valiant men of God. Beyond
the Picture Gallery we find the Philosopher’s Apartment and then the Music
Room, and here we linger enthralled by the beauty. Then passing through
the Business Office we enter the Research Department, and thence to the
Conservatory where the fragrant aroma of choicest fruits and flowers and the
sweet singing of birds greets us.

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Ruth died on the early morning of Wednesday, 28th April in the peace and
comfort of her room at Golfhill Nursing Home. In recent times, Ruth had been
in and out of hospital and she knew that her life was coming to its end. She
was very keen to die with dignity and she wanted to be at home. Mercifully, it
was just as she had wished — a grace from God. This has been a great
comfort to her family.

Ruth was born on 15th November, 1916. Her father William was from
southern Ireland and her mother Minnie was English. It was from her father
that she gained her love for singing and music; he'd sung in a cathedral choir
before coming to Scotland. Ruth, a cradle Episcopalian, experienced the
beauty and rhythm of church worship week by week with memories of St.
Ninian’s, Pollockshields and, for much of her life, St. Andrew’s, Milngavie.
She had one older brother, George, and two older stepsisters, Nora and
Nancy. Sadly, her mother died when Ruth was just four years old. She went
to Scotland Street School, designed by Charles Rennie MacKintosh and it
was here that she discovered a lasting appreciation for architecture and a
love of art in general.

George, her brother, was exceptionally bright — and it wasn’t easy for Ruth
following in his footsteps with teachers’ expectations running so high.
However, she loved poetry and reading; two pleasures she has enjoyed
throughout her life. George was an enterprising young man and Ruth
remembered that one of his favourite tricks to escape Sunday School from
time to time, was to save up his pocket money and bunk off to buy two tickets
for the ferry, taking his younger sister with him. They'd spend the day going
back and forth across the Clyde, until one of the staff would realise and put
them offl Ruth would be sworn to secrecy; her father sure that his children
had been at Church. Obviously this did her no harm, because Ruth
eventually became a Sunday School teacher herself.

After her school years, Ruth became an Apprentice Draughtswoman with the
Mirlees Watson Company and, during the war, was on the team that
redesigned the Queen Mary to serve as a troop carrier. Initially, these were
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exciting times. At weekends she’d enjoy going to the dance halls with
friends. Sometimes there’'d be air raids on their journey home and they'd
need to dash to the nearest shelter when the sirens sounded. During this
time her father’s health deteriorated and so increasingly, she’'d spend her free
time caring for him. Her brother George returned home from serving in North
Africa after serious injury, and so she also cared for him. Not long after the
end of the war, both her father and her brother died. Ruth decided to ‘up
sticks’ and begin a new adventure in America. She signed up with an agency
to become a children’s nanny and her initial posting was to Michigan.

It was on the voyage over that she met the man who would become her
future husband. Bill, of Canadian descent, was a former marine commando
and an engineer on board ship. They were married in the late 1940s. Ruth
was keen to return to her native Scotland and so they decided to set up home
back here, though for the remainder of his working life Bill had long periods
away. They had two children: Christina, and later Bill. These early years
were challenging for Ruth as Bill was unwell as a young child and her own
health suffered too. Ruth was a good mother who took a keen interest and
encouraged her children in all their pursuits; through the years there were
Cubs, Scouts, Brownies and Guides and Ruth herself was a Cub Mistress.
She taught them to sing from the moment they could talk - they'd sing
together in parts whilst washing and drying the dishes. Ruth had a great
imagination when it came to designing fancy dress costumes and birthdays
were celebrated with great aplomb. Indeed, Ruth was good at remembering
birthdays; she even sent a card year by year to the young daughter of a
friend who was also called Ruth, signing it ‘from the other Ruth’. She was
able to put her cooking skills to good use, at one time managing a canteen,
and for a time, overseeing lunches at Bearsden Primary School.

After Bill's retirement, they were able to enjoy many trips away together.
Holland and Belgium were favourite destinations where they had many
friends. They only ever went by sea, ships being their favourite mode of
travel.

It was whilst on holiday in Rotterdam in 1997 that Bill died. Friends at St.
Andrew’s Church remember them both as a devoted couple. It was her faith
that saw her through this difficult time. Ruth remained very fond of St.
Andrew’s Church to the very end of her life. It was a special place for her
where she had made many friends. She sang in the choir and was
thoroughly involved in the Women'’s Fellowship. She’d be one of the army of
ladies who'd furnish church gatherings with tea, coffee and home baking.

Ruth would be first in the queue for trips to lona and the Cathedral of the
Isles in Millport. Bishop’s House on lona was particularly special to her - her
last trip was in 2004.

It was in early summer last year that | first met Ruth. My monthly home
communion visits have been a real pleasure. Ruth was a tonic - her
conversation and humour something to look forward to every time.

It was two and a half years ago that she first moved to Golfhill Nursing Home.
Although, initially, Ruth had been resistant to moving into residential care,
when it came, she made it work. A woman of great fortitude, she adapted to
her new situation, even becoming a motorist in her old age - negotiating
twists and turns in her motorised wheelchair!

Indeed, Ruth became very much part of the family and the staff was very
fond of her. She was even on the interviewing panel for new staff members.
Ruth was the first port of call for many of them on a hard day. She was a
good listener and would mother the staff taking a keen interest in their lives.
When Ruth first arrived and was given the arrivals questionnaire which asked
her what her ultimate dream was, Ruth wrote that she'd like to go up in a hot
air balloon! Whilst she never quite managed this, her dream reveals
something precious in her personality for, in spite of her own physical
limitations and pain, her horizons remained broad and wide. Her books and
poetry, her interest in everything going on around her kept her very much
involved in life.

Although she never met the people of the Episcopal congregations in my
care, Ruth took a keen interest in what was happening in my parish. What
was | doing to attract younger folk? How did the Easter celebrations go? It
was that Easter faith that sustained her through so much.

She will be greatly missed by her children Bill and Christine and her son-in-
law Nigel, to whom she was very close. Ruth was deeply appreciative of all
those who sent her cards or who visited her during the time of her illness. It
is, of course, a measure of the love and affection in which she was held that
so many has kept her in their thoughts and prayers over the months.

Rest eternal grant unto Ruth, O Lord and let light perpetual shine upon her.
May she rest in peace and rise in glory. Amen.
