Front cover  -  St. Ninian’s Cave.  St. Ninian is thought to have been born in 
Galloway around 350.  The story about him says that he travelled to Rome and 
was eventually consecrated a Bishop after which he returned to Scotland to 
build a Church at Whithorn in Galloway around 397.   He is said to have 
travelled across Scotland and possibly died at Whithorn in 432. 
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Have you ever wondered why people practise the 
religion they do?  Take Christianity, for example.  The 
essence of Christianity is love of God through love of 
neighbour.  In other words to be a Christian is to put 
others always before yourself.  It means being at the 
service of whomever is in need. 
 
Dwight L. Moody was one of the greatest American 
evangelists of the latter nineteenth century.  Born in 
Massachusetts he eventually became a Calvinist preacher of great renown 
before his death in 1899.  When he was famous he organised a conference 
on evangelisation and invited the great and the good of his day to come 
along and discuss the art of preaching and how to spread the gospel.  
Dozens of these specialists gathered in a large church-owned building and, 
after the tiring heavy day, they retired to bed.  Moody decided to do the 
rounds of the building to check that all was well before going to his own 
room.  As he went around the corridors he noticed that the course 
participants had all left their shoes outside their rooms to be polished 
overnight.  Because there was no such thing as a night porter in this 
conference centre Moody went off and found some brushes and shoe 
polish.  He spent several hours polishing the shoes of all the others.  At one 
stage he was discovered by a friend who asked him what on earth he was 
up to.  Moody explained but asked him not to tell anyone about it.  The 
friend was so amazed at this that he couldn't keep the secret.  He told a 
couple of his colleagues and gradually everyone got to know about it.  A few 
days later some of the other eminent theologians felt so moved by what 
Moody had done that they offered to give him a hand and by the end of the 
week there was a small team that went round all the rooms at night shining 
up the boots and shoes. 
 
We can read, study and pray and, indeed we must, to learn more about 
God and grow in faith, but it is only when we put this knowledge and love 
into practise, that our faith becomes real.  As we approach Back to Church 
Sunday on 26th September are we ready to put our faith into action, to invite 
someone to come along to church?

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As most of you will be aware there have been a series of sermons around 
the Liturgy, although they have not yet finished there are already a few 
things that are following on from them.

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The International Day of Peace ("Peace Day") provides an opportunity for 
individuals, organizations and nations to create practical acts of peace on a 
shared date.  It was established by a United Nations resolution in 1981 to 
coincide with the opening of the General Assembly.  The first Peace Day 
was celebrated on 21st September, 1982. 
 
To recognise this day All Saints will be open for prayer from 8 a.m. till noon 
to give both Christians and non-Christians alike a place and an opportunity 
to pray, or simply take time out to think about peace.  (New Kilpatrick 
Church of Scotland will be open in the afternoon for prayer).  In the evening 
there will be an ABC service at Bearsden Baptist Church with Prayer 
stations beginning at 7.30 p.m. 
 
In conjunction with this the Glasgow Contextual Bible Study will also be 
holding an event at All Saints on Wednesday, 22nd September in the 
evening.  This will give people an opportunity to look at peace within the 
context of a section of the Bible. 
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It’s a God-given chance to spend time with a friend, and nothing to get 
ourselves worried about... 
Our hearts do sink when we imagine ourselves inviting people to come to 
church.  What if they say ‘no’?  Or, (oh horrible, horrible thought,) what if 
they say ‘no’ and think we’re strange or weird?  So, when Back to Church 
Sunday comes around, we say to ourselves, ‘I’ll just not bother with that; I 
don’t really feel that’s for me.’ 
But we all enjoy spending time with our friends and sharing our good news 
with them.  And that is what Back to Church Sunday is truly all about: 
inviting someone we know to something we love. 
Simon and I invited our friend to All Saints on Back to Church Sunday last 
year – and I was so delighted when he said he would come.  He doesn’t live 
especially nearby, so we called round to collect him and drove him to 
church.  And afterwards, we took him out for a tasty slap-up lunch. 
I think it is very important that we go and collect our friends, and walk with 
them or drive them to church.  It’s not enough to tell them that we’ll look out 
for them before the service.  It is easy to forget just how daunting it can be 
for new people to pluck up the courage to go into a strange building alone.  
Go and collect your friend; then you can chat together on the way, come 
into church together, and sit together. 
It is important, too, to sit with our guests in church.  That way, we can 
encourage them during the service, and help them if they seem unsure of 
what to do.  This year our new easy-to-use blue service books will be a 
great help to our guests on Back to Church Sunday. 
After the service, extra-nice coffee and biscuits are available in the hall.  We 
took our friend over to coffee with us last year, and introduced him to some 
people whom we thought he might like.  That’s so easy to do for, after all, if 
we like the people at our church, then it’s more than likely that our guests 
will like them too. 
Lastly, if you can, take your friend out somewhere nice after church is over.  
That way, they can talk to you about the service and how they felt about it.  
After Back to Church Sunday, some people invite their guests home for 
Sunday lunch, go off for a coffee, for a walk, or head into town.  Just do 
whatever you enjoy doing together.  We went to lunch at Massimo’s; then 
watched Manchester United play Manchester City.  United won: our friend 
was happy.  Back to Church Sunday was a thoroughly delightful day out.  I 
wondered why I’d ever felt anxious about it.

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The picture on the front of the last magazine was the Iona banner which 
hangs in St. Andrew’s made by Ann and Deric Fuller.  It was inspired by a 
visit they made to Iona with some other members of the congregation of St. 
Andrew’s in May 1994, and by the life and work of Val Goslin.  Val, also a 
member of the congregation, had been too unwell to go, and died shortly 
afterwards.  The main features are: the Celtic cross; the geese ‘flying free’; 
and the Clouds of Glory.  The Celtic cross is based loosely on the design 
one preserved at Meigle in Angus, and bears typical Celtic symbols and 
decorative designs.  The five geese ‘flying free’ were inspired by a large 
wall hanging in Iona, also of geese flying free.  The banner adopts the Celtic 
tradition using wild geese as a symbol of the Holy Spirit.  Doves are the 
more common symbol.  Geese fly free when they have no leader, and this 
is the situation envisaged: Jesus has died, and the Christian Church is 
without its leader.  But being leaderless and flying free creates new 
opportunities.  Now it is appropriate for the Holy Spirit to come down, as it 
did at Pentecost; in addition, geese flying free do so in many different 
directions just as there are many fruits of the Holy Spirit.  The several little 
clouds were inspired by the following passage from William Wordsworth’s 
“Ode on Intimations of Immortality from Recollections of Early Childhood”: 
 
  Our birth is but a sleep and a forgetting; 
  The Soul that rises with us, our life’s Star, 
  Hath had elsewhere from its setting, 
  And cometh from afar; 
  Not in entire forgetfulness, 
  And not in utter nakedness, 
  But trailing clouds of glory do we come 
  From God, who is our home.”  [Emphasis added] 
 
These “trailing clouds of glory” are intended to suggest Heaven, Peace and 
Eternity.  Like the geese, they suggest movement, and add interest to the 
hanging.  The green circular patch behind the Celtic cross serves two 
purposes.  First, it is a device to make the cross more prominent.  Second, 
the colour green was chosen to represent growth and renewal.  This colour 
choice repeats the green foliage in the St. Andrew’s Banner and the green 
leaves in the Sunday School Banner.  Encircling the green patch is a gold 
band representing Glory.  The gold colouring is lightly reflected in the geese 
and clouds.  Beyond the gold band are the “tongues of fire” of Pentecost.  
The banner is bordered, top and bottom, with typical Celtic decorated 
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designs of never ending bands of colour.  The colours were drawn from the 
Book of Kells and painted on the material using fabric dye.  Red, green, 
orange and blue are used at the bottom; red and blue are used at the top.  
To gain the full effect both sides of the borders are stitched with black 
thread.  The background colour of cream was chosen to represent the sky 
and to give a sense of space. 
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Agape is strictly the New Testament word for love.  St. Andrew’s celebrated 
the Eucharist in the context of a meal last Friday evening.  Jesus enjoyed 
regular table fellowship both with his disciples and with tax-collectors and 
sinners.  We did not have any tax collectors….! but this distinctive Christian 
celebration, which joins together fellowship and the Eucharist but which has 
links with the Last Supper and therefore the Jewish custom of making a 
meal also an act of worship to God and giving thanks for the food that feeds 
our bodies and our souls, was enjoyed by all who took part.  The meal of 
smoked salmon followed by shepherd’s pie and summer pudding (prepared 
in accordance with all 21st century Food Hygiene regulations) was 
seamlessly contained within poetry and song and was a revelation to us all.  
Please come and join us on the next AGAPE event.

The idea was to 
provide some company for residents who found it difficult to get out and 
about often, over tea or coffee.  Even those who could get out enjoyed the 
visits.  This was something my mother greatly appreciated, as did some 
other residents where she stayed. 
 
Residents from two of the places offering sheltered accommodation in 
Milngavie are members of St. Andrew’s.  One of the two is Fairview Court, 
in Main Street, Milngavie, just round the corner from St. Andrews.  The 
Manager and some of the residents there responded positively to the 
suggestion that we might visit, and we have been invited to join them for tea 
or coffee on Wednesdays from 2.30 p.m., starting in September. 
 
Many find a weekly commitment more than they can manage, but once a 
month would be something they should look forward to.  Some members at 
St. Andrew’s have already said they would like to take part.  A few more – 
from All Saints and St. Andrew’s - and a weekly presence might be a 
possibility.  Disclosure, while not currently required, might be needed in the 
future should this outreach develop.  Fairview Court has parking facilities for 
visitors.
